3. List and describe three pull factors that drove millions of immigrants to the United States prior to 1890.  Be specific.

4. Describe the on-board conditions the immigrants faced during their voyage to the United States prior to steamships.  Explain at least three conditions and give details.

5. Describe the difficulties that immigrants faced upon their immediate arrival in a port city such as new York.  Explain at least three difficulties and give details.

6. What is the name for the first immigration center established in New York?  Describe three things that people might encounter at this immigration center.

7. What is the well-known immigration center that was established in 1892?

8.  List three important contributions that immigrant groups have made to this country.  Be specific.

9.  How have immigrant groups been discriminated against?  Give three examples and explain your thoughts clearly.
