Postwar Years Interview Assignment – 25 pts
During class we generated a list of eighteen questions related to six different themes as they apply to the “Postwar Years” (1945-1960).  The themes that were identified are as follows:

· Sports and Leisure

· School

· Family Life

· Music/Movies

· Transportation/Communication (Car Culture)

· Television/New Technologies

Assignment

· Connect with an adult in your life who is preferably no younger than 65 years of age.  This would mean someone who was born in 1945 or earlier.  It should not be difficult for you to connect with someone like this over the break.

· Ask your subject (interviewee) the 18 questions that we prepared in class.  Please do not just give the person the questions and have them write their responses.  That would in part defeat what I am trying to achieve.  I believe the person you interview will be delighted that you are interested in their experiences. 
· When the opportunity presents itself ask additional questions/follow ups to their responses.

· At the conclusion of the interview you should create a typewritten account of the responses that you were able to get.  Please number your responses based upon the corresponding questions.

· Your typewritten account should be in size 12 font and Times New Roman font.

· Following your typewritten responses I would like you to compose a narrative including any additional information related to the interview that you were able to solicit from the subject that you interviewed.

· Remember your goal is to discover what life was like in America during the postwar years.

· On the heading of your paper please include the following:

· Your name

· The name of your subject

· Your relationship to the subject
