1) 1961: Domestic Policies and Key Domestic Events 
2) 1961: Foreign Policies and Key Foreign Events

3) 1962: Domestic Policies and Key Domestic Events

4) 1962: Foreign Policies and Key Foreign Events

5) 1963: Domestic Policies and Key Domestic Events

6) 1963: Foreign Policies and Key Foreign Events

Your group will primarily utilize the JFK Timeline and the White House Diary to identify the events that should be addressed.  Your group will need to decide which events are noteworthy and which should be ignored.

After Identifying the important events your group will:

· Create a title for this period of the JFK Presidency.

· List them on a section of butcher paper provided.

· Items should be listed in chronological order and assigned a date.

· Include a brief explanation for each entry.

· Utilize photographs, quotations, diagrams, drawings etc.

· Communicate this info to the class via your poster.
· Use generalizations as opposed to lots of specific details

· Classmates will be using your list as an important source of information.
