Unsafe at Any Speed

Silent Spring, The Closing Circle, and Unsafe at Any Speed were all books that warned of dangers to people or the environment.

Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC): Government agency responsible for overseeing the use of nuclear materials in civilian life; ensures safe operation of nuclear power plants
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA): Government agency formed from existing agencies concerned with air and water pollution; set and enforced national pollution control standards.
Clean Air Act: Law designed to control pollution caused by industries and car emissions; helped reduce harmful emissions into the air.
Clean Water Act: Law regulating the discharge of industrial and municipal wastewater
