Who’s Who in Vietnam

________________________________________1.  commanded U.S. military operations in Vietnam from 1964-68. His highly publicized, positive assessments of the American military prospects were shattered by the Tet offensive of 1968, in which Communist forces boldly attacked cities and towns throughout South Vietnam. He later served as the Army's chief of staff.
________________________________2. Vietnam's last emperor ascended to the throne in 1932 and cooperated with the Japanese occupying Vietnam during World War II. After the war, he briefly joined ranks with Vietnamese communist leader Ho Chi Minh and the Vietminh, only to flee into exile in Hong Kong and France from 1949-1955. He returned to Vietnam to rule under French control until he was ousted by South Vietnamese leader Ngo Dinh Diem in a rigged election in 1954 
________________________________3.  led the Democratic Republic of Vietnam from 1945-69. He had embraced communism while living abroad in England and France from 1915-23; in 1919, he petitioned the powers at the Versailles peace talks for equal rights in Indochina. He later moved to Hong Kong, where he founded the Indochinese Communist Party. His name translates to "He Who Enlightens," he returned to Vietnam in 1941 and declared the nation's independence from France. He led a nearly continuous war against the French and, later, the Americans until his death in 1969.
_________________________________4.  In 1963, he became leader of South Vietnam after a coup in which Diem was murdered. His rule lasted after only two months, but he briefly led South Vietnam again in 1975 before surrendering the nation to Communist forces.
_________________________________5.  In Vietnam, he advocated the bombing of Cambodia, but also helped develop Richard Nixon's "Vietnamization" policy, which called for the general removal of U.S. troops and their replacement by the South Vietnamese army. He was Nixon's national security advisor when he negotiated the Paris peace settlement in 1973; he won the Nobel Peace Prize, for his efforts.
_________________________________6.  Led South Vietnam from 1954 to 1963, when he was killed by his generals in a coup. His autocratic rule, exemplified by the imprisonment and execution of hundreds of Buddhists, and his refusal to institute land reforms, probably contributed to increasing popular support for Ho Chi Minh.
_________________________________7.  The architect of the genocidal slaughter of two million of his own people. He ruled the communist Khmer Rouge of Cambodia from 1975 to 1978. Seeking to create an agricultural utopia, he ordered the execution of anyone considered to be educated or an intellectual. Traces of Cambodia's past were destroyed along with books and artifacts. Cambodia, renamed Kampuchea, was turned into a huge concentration camp where citizens were forcibly "re-educated" or put to death. He fled to the jungle following the Vietnamese invasion of Kampuchea in 1978. He continued to live in the jungles of northern Cambodia and Thailand, and led guerrilla efforts until his death in 1998.
_________________________________8.  A brilliant military tactician, He commanded the Vietminh forces that liberated Vietnam from French colonial rule, fought the Americans and the South Vietnamese, and reunified Vietnam as a Communist nation. After the reunification, he served as Vietnam's minister of defense and later as deputy prime minister.
_________________________________9. Secretary of Defense under Kennedy, and later under Lyndon Johnson. He supported increased U.S. involvement in Vietnam, but began to change his position in about 1966. By 1967, he openly supported a peaceful solution to the conflict. His 1996 book In Retrospect: The Tragedy and Lessons of Vietnam details the policy decisions behind America's descent into the Vietnam quagmire. 
_________________________________10.  The younger brother and chief political advisor of South Vietnamese leader Ngo Dinh Diem, he ran his brother's regime of secret political movements, the Can Lao. He was assassinated, along with his brother, during the 1963 coup.

__________________________________11. He served as a senior Communist official from 1945 on, and directed Viet Cong military efforts in South Vietnam from 1955-75. He negotiated a cease-fire with Henry Kissinger in 1973, but refused the Nobel Peace Prize, which he and Kissinger were awarded jointly.
__________________________________12.  In his first term, he carried out a policy of "Vietnamization," whereby many U.S. troops were withdrawn from Vietnam and replaced by members of the South Vietnamese army. Nonetheless, American troops remained on the ground and his administration continued to provide supplies and air support for the Vietnamese, and expanded the war into Laos and Cambodia. The last American forces left Vietnam during his second term.
__________________________________13.  He was convicted of murder for his role in the March 1968 My Lai massacre, which left hundreds of Vietnamese civilians dead. He ordered the men of Charlie Company, 1st Battalion, Americal Division to shoot everyone in the village. He himself rounded up a group of villagers, ordered them into a ditch, and then mowed them down with machine gun fire. Sentenced to life in prison, he was seen as a scapegoat for the Army's failure to instill morale and discipline in its troops. Upon appeal, his sentence was reduced. He was eventually released from prison in 1974.
__________________________________14.  was the South Vietnamese general who overthrew coup leader Duong Van Minh in 1964 to become prime minister of South Vietnam. He held the position for only about a year, before being exiled to France by another general, Nguyen Cao Ky, who became prime minister in 1965.
__________________________________15.  In 1971, he precipitated a national uproar when he released the Pentagon Papers, the U.S. military's account of activities in Vietnam, to The New York Times. A Vietnam veteran and a senior research associate at the Massachusetts Institute of Technology's Center for International Studies, he helped to compile the Pentagon Papers while working in the Defense Department. Initially, he supported the war effort, but later turned against it. His release of the Pentagon Papers succeeded in eroding public support for the war.
__________________________________16. He steadily increased U.S. involvement in Vietnam, and his popularity plummeted. On March 31, 1968 he publicly announced that he had reduced bombing campaigns in North Vietnam and that he would not seek reelection.

__________________________________17. served as Richard Nixon's secretary of defense from 1969 to 1972. He urged Nixon to follow through on a policy of U.S. troop withdrawal from Vietnam. He coined the phrase "Vietnamization," meaning that more of the burden of fighting the war should fall to the South Vietnamese forces.
__________________________________18.  replaced Robert McNamara as Lyndon Johnson's secretary of defense in 1968. Soon after entering office he convinced Johnson to deny General William Westmoreland's request for an additional 206,000 American troops in Vietnam.
__________________________________19.  Democratic nominee for president in 1968. His nomination took a back seat to the upheaval at the Democratic Convention in Chicago. Forced to defend Johnson's failed policies in Vietnam, he lost the election, by a narrow margin, to Richard Nixon.
__________________________________20.  Tripled the amount of American aid to Vietnam and increased the number of U.S. military advisors there; his administration supported the overthrow of South Vietnam's Ngo Dinh Diem
