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Familiar Reading Grade 1





     Familiar reading is having your child read a book more than once.  The text should be easy for your child to read and should be one that he/she enjoys.  Familiar reading will give your child a sense of achievement.  During each reading, your child will notice different features about the text. Familiar reading also enables your child to:





Engage in fluent and expressive reading


Build recognition of high frequency words


Extend vocabulary knowledge


Develop confidence


Apply reading strategies independently


Experience the joy of rereading favorite stories


Problem solve independently


Build deeper comprehension


Learn how to become a successful reader





Making Predictions Grades 2 and 3


   


     Making predictions is an important reading strategy that actively engages the students with the text.  Predictions can be made before, during or after reading.  When students make predictions, they think about what might happen next in the story.  Students use clues in the story and what they already know to make sensible predictions.  Making predictions can help your child become a better reader and can make reading more fun.
