Orientation to New Book:
In this story two workers at the zoo, a young keeper and the head keeper, need to find the best place for their gibbons to live. Discuss & explain gibbons. They resemble monkeys and are the fastest of all tree-dwelling, non-flying mammals.
Unfamiliar Language/Sentence Structures:

	Day 1 Read p. 2 to find out where the gibbons live and what problem they are having. Discuss the problem the gibbons have in their cage. What do the gibbons need?
Read p. 4 to find out what the head keeper thinks they should do with the gibbons. Discuss. Read p. 5 to see what the young keeper thinks needs to be done to keep the gibbons safe.
Day 2 Review Day 1. Read pp. 6-7 to find out what word started at the lake. Discuss the work that started. Predict 3 things that might happen in the rest of the story. Read pp. 8-9 to find out what 3 things people did to prepare the island for the gibbons. Discuss what the people did and why they did these things. Read p. 10 to find out why the keepers must be careful when they move the gibbons. 

Day 3: Orally Retell story.

Read 12-13 to find out what the keepers did the day of the move. p. 14 to find out what the gibbons did when the keepers opened the door. Read p. 16 Discuss why the children said “Gibbon Island is their very own playground.”
