Lesson 1
Highest level of support, teacher reads the book to the group, we read it together and then students read it themselves with the teacher aiding as needed along the way. OR

Students read the story gaining meaning as they read and from the book introduction with support of the teacher

Discuss Meaning of the story.

Lesson 2 

Students reread book focusing on reading in longer phrases with more accurate reading.  Continue to work on building a strong sight vocabulary.
