	Main Characters:

Orientation to New Book:
The Crow is very smart.  She is hungry and finds some food, but she has to be very resourceful in order to eat the food.  Let’s watch the video and see how the crow can think and problem solve.


	Read p. 3 to find out the crows problem in the story.  Discuss.
Read p. 4-7 to find out what the crow is going to do with the nut.  Discuss vocabulary and make a prediction about what the crow might do next.
Read p. 8-11 to find out what the crow does next.  Discuss Vocabulary and the problem the crow is now facing.
Retell the story so far from the beginning.

Read p. 12 to 15 to see what the crow does next.  Discuss the crows actions.  Discuss Vocabulary and make a prediction about what you think the crows plan is now!
Read p. 16 to find out if the crow is going to get anything to eat.  
Discuss Vocabulary and retell the story.
Discuss the most important event in the story and why?
Discuss the author’s message.
