Civil Rights Movement : Martyrs and Villains
Objective:

To help familiarize students with the wide variety of personalities that made an impact upon American society during the Civil Rights Movement.  Students will be able to identify individuals, their impact, contributions, and achievements.

Each student will be assigned a Civil Rights Era Martyr.  The individual lost their life during the Civil Rights movement.  Probably in a violent manner.  Each student will create a nametag that will be utilized during a subsequent ‘Meet and Greet” activity.

Requirements for the Name Tag : The name tag is somewhat similar to an obituary.  All of the info in an obituary would appear on the nametag.  
· Must include martyrs first and last name.  Include and nicknames or alias’

· Must include a photograph or illustration of the martyr. (multiple photographs/illustrations are better)

· Include important achievements especially related to the civil rights movement.
· Date of birth/Date of death

· Creatively communicate information related to the martyr.  Consider things like the shape of the name tag, color, 3D attachments.
· Name tag should communicate how and where the martyr was killed.

· Name tag should be a minimum of 8.5”(w) x 7.5” (l) in overall size.

Name tags will be graded based upon attention to the bulleted items as well as originality/creativity, proof of knowledge and neatness.  See rubric below for details. On the due date students should be prepared to share details about the assigned martyr with the rest of the class.  Be able to explain what about their death classifies them as a martyr. Be able to describe details leading up to…during….and after….their untimely death.
