Objective: Do research to discover who was responsible for the death of a Civil Rights era martyr.  Explain the actions that resulted in the death of your martyr as well as the prosecution (or inability to prosecute) of the villain.
Assignment: Create a poster which includes the following:
· Title including the name of the individual
· Occupation
· Hometown and State at the time of the crime 

· A photograph of the individual(s) (Then and Now if possible)
· Should be 8.5 x 11.  Size of a normal sheet of paper
· Listing of Civil Rights era crimes that were committed by the individual 

· Any background information that you can find that helps to describe the individual(s)
· Need an explanation of the acts committed.  If the person was ever prosecuted describe that process or failure to prosecute.  
The person used for this assignment murdered the Civil Rights era martyr that you have been assigned.  For example if you were assigned Emmett Till as a martyr, for this part of the assignment you would use Roy Bryant and JW Milam.
