	Day 1
Introduce story and characters. Read pages 2-5 to find out about the characters and where the story is taking place.  Discuss Vocabulary and how we know the little boy is thinking back to a time that has passed.
Day 2 

Re-read 2-5 independently.

Read 6-9 to find out what happens when grandpa goes to the doctors.
Discuss Vocabulary.

Day 3 Re-read 2-9 independently.

Read 10 to 11 to find out how the little learned about Grandpa’s hip from the internet.  Discuss Vocabulary and why the little boy wanted to know more about this information.

Read 12-15 to see what Grandpa had to do before he could have his operation.  

Discuss Vocabulary and how the little boy is feeling.

Day 4

Re-read 2-15 independently working on phrasing and fluency, attending to comprehension.  Read page 16-19 to see how Grandpa’s surgery went.

Read 20-24 to see how Grandpa’s recovery is going.  Discuss Vocabulary and why the little boys talk may have been different than everyone else’s.

Day 5
Reread for fluency, attending to comprehension. Complete written summary.
	Summarizing: students will summarize the story as a group during a shared writing lesson.
Fluency: students will reread the story either alone or with a partner to practice reading the words in phrases, at a good rate, attending to punctuation and using expression.

Comprehension: students will show understanding of characters actions and words by identifying character traits to describe them; and identify how and why the character changed in the story.
