Video:  http://viewpure.com/GPooIG6lXn4?ref=search – At Zoo – great for size difference
        http://viewpure.com/OcqI2g4D7Is?ref=search    - At Zoo – Mother has to get baby into water
	OBJ: SWBAT read orally with fluency and expression and demonstrate comprehension of what they have read.  SWBAT solve new words and build automatic sight vocabulary when reading new text. Relevancy: Ss need to read with good fluency and expression in order to facilitate their comprehension.  Comprehension is the purpose for reading, therefore, Ss are executing a life-long skill.  The content of this book is interesting to students and they are working to become more independent readers.

	Day 1:  Book Introduction: Baby Hippo is safe when he is with Mother Hippo. Baby Hippo needs to be on Mother Hippo’s back to be safe.  The lions are hungry and Baby Hippo is not safe when he is away from Mother Hippo.

Visual Information: away, are, back

	Day 2: Review: T & Ss will review yesterday’s reading, engaging in a brief retelling.

Fluency Teaching Point: p. 2 & 3 !, p. 16 attention to comma

Reread: Ss will reread the book independently.  T will listen and take notes as needed.

Comprehension/Extension: Ss will complete an oral retelling including character names.
