FIRST AND SECOND CONJUGATION VERBS 
CONJUGATIONS:
Latin verbs have a wide variety of endings used to express, Person, Number, Tense, Voice and Mood.   But, all regular Latin verbs are arranged into 5 categories called CONJUGATIONS.  A verb’s CONJUGATION can be determined by examining the first two or its 4 principal parts (provided on vocabulary lists, glossary or dictionary)


First Conjugation:    AMO, AMARE, AMAVI, AMATUS                   -O, -ARE


Second Conjugation:  HABEO, HABERE, HABUI, HABITUS           -EO, -ERE

            Third Conjugation:   DUCO, DUCERE, DUXI, DUCTUS                    -O, -ERE


Fourth Conjugation:   VENIO, VENIRE, VENI, VENTUS                  -IO, -IRE

            3rd-io Conjugation:   CAPIO, CAPERE, CEPI, CAPTUS                    -IO, -ERE

The first marking period we will only be interested in the first two conjugations.  They are very similar, differing only in the vowel used.

PRESENT INFINITIVE

The Infinitive is a verb form that is used as a noun.  In English, the Present Infinitive is expressed with the preposition TO.  In Latin, the present infinitive is the 2nd principal part of the verb.


AMARE:  to love


HABERE:  to have

PRESENT INDICATIVE:

The present tense is formed by taking as a base the 2nd principal part and dropping off the final –RE and then adding the following endings to it:

First Person Singular:    -O   “I”


Second Singular:
   -S  “You”

            Third Singular

   -T  “he, she, it”

            First Plural
               -MUS  “we”

            Second Plural                 “TIS”  “y’all”

            Third Plural                     “NT”  they

EXAMPLE  (1st Conjugation)


EXAMPLE (2nd Conjugation)

AMO  I love, I do love, I am loving

HABEO   I have, I do have, I am having

AMAS  you love etc.



HABES  you have

AMAT  he loves etc.



HABET  he has etc.

AMAMUS  we love



HABEMUS  we have

AMATIS  y’all love



HABETIS  y’all have

AMANT they love



HABENT  they have

NOTE 1:  Notice that the first person singular of AMARE is AMO not AMAO

NOTE 2: There are three ways of translating the Latin present tense into English: simple present “they love:, present progressive “they are loving”, present emphatic “they do love”

IMPERATIVE

Imperative verbs are used to give commands.  There is a singular form (a command to 1 person) and a plural form (a command to 2 or more people).  The singular imperative is formed by taking the 2nd principal part, dropping the –RE.    The plural is formed by adding –TE to the singular.


AMA:   Love!   AMATE:  (Y’all) Love!
           HABE:  Hold!   HABETE  (Y’all) Hold!
