· Prior to the Freedom Summer campaign several other voter registration and education campaigns had been held.

· Freedom Summer was a voter registration and education campaign held in Mississippi.

· James Chaney, Andrew Goodman and Michael Schwerner were part of the Freedom Summer Campaign and they went to investigate the burning of a Black Methodist church.

· President Johnson sent sailor and FBI agents to conduct a search for the three missing me.

· Volunteers set up schools that were used to educate children by day and adults on voting by night. They also went door to door encouraging African Americans to vote.

· The bodies of the three men were found and the State of Mississippi did nothing, but 7 were found guilty of civil rights violations in federal court. 
· Freedom Summer did not result in gaining voting rights for African Americans.
