JFK Assassination Debate
As a class you will debate whether or not Lee Harvey Oswald acted alone in the assassination of President John F. Kennedy. The class will be divided into 4 groups (2 Yes 2 No). Each group will be given 5 minutes at the start of class to share information and notes. During the debate each side will be given the opportunity to make their opening argument. This opening statement should be your thesis statement, telling the rest of the class what your group is trying to argue. Individually each person will be individually responsible for making four fact based comments and two rebuttals to the opposing side. The four fact based statements must be supported by information found in your research. As the debate draws to a close, each group will have the opportunity to make a closing argument. That will be the last chance for each group to make their point. Before closing statements, each group will have the opportunity to come back to get and form their closing. Each group will have a group leader. This person will be the go to person for the debate. They will be responsible for stating the opening and closing arguments.
