· His southern roots made him distrusted by many northerners

· “The Johnson Treatment”

Time spent as Vice President…

· Kennedy and Johnson never formed a close working relationship as President and Vice President. 

· He despised taking order from the young president

After Kennedy’s assassination…

· Johnson was ready to be the strong leader that the country needed.

· He was ready to provide direction to a wandering nation.

· He made it his mission to ensure passage of Kennedy’s goals.

· Three major legislative priorities announced in January of 1964
· Civil rights

· A tax cut
