Analyzing the Speeches of President John F. Kennedy
For this assignment you will be analyzing one of the speeches of President John F. Kennedy. In this analysis you will use the five questions, located below, to look at the speech and write an essay of your analysis of the speech’s historical context, main points, its impact on the nation, and its overall impact on the presidency of John F. Kennedy. Make sure you incorporate what was occurring in both the United States and the world into your responses. You must address each question with at least a one paragraph response, but you are not limited to one paragraph per question. Each paragraph must have its own thesis statement that directly answers the question posed. The remaining text must then support your thesis statement. As well as, provide evidence and examples to support your thesis. You may also use any notes from class or your text book to help in your analysis. The essay must be typed; double spaced, 12 point font, with a minimum of 5 paragraphs. This assignment will be worth 55 points, 10 points per paragraph and five points for spelling and grammar. It is due Monday, April 4th. Questions:

· WHAT IS THE HISTORICAL CONTEXT OF THE SPEECH? 

· DOES THE SPEECH REFER TO A SPECIFIC PERSON, GROUP, OR COUNTRY? IF SO EXPLAIN.

· WHAT ARE THE MAIN POINTS OR TOPICS THAT THE SPEECH CENTERS AROUND?

· BASED ON THESE MAIN POINTS WHAT WAS THE PURPOSE OF THE SPEECH?

· WHAT DOES THE SPEECH TELL YOU ABOUT THE PRESIDENCY OF JOHN F. KENNEDY?
