 Cordial: Friendly, warm, sincere, kind, affectionate, filled with cheer.
Cunning: Sly, shrewd, sneaky, tricky, wily, cleverly outsmarts others.
Defiant: Opposes authority, challenges others rules, rebellious, daring, disobedient.
Fickle: Inconsistent, unstable, frequently changing one’s mind, actions, or opinions.
Haughty: proud, snobby, arrogant, lordly.
Hesitant: Unable to act or decide quickly or firmly. Tends to wait or proceed with caution. Reluctant, indecisive.
Indifferent: Shows a lack of interest, uncaring, uninterested, apathetic.
Meek: Humble, tame, docile, gentle.
Menacing: Evil, threatening, causing harm, naughty, annoying, pestering.

Noble: honorable, generous, splendid, grand, sees the best in people and every situation. Opposite of haughty. 
Perceptive: Sensitive, aware of things going on around you, observant.
Pompous: Someone who thinks they are magnificent, dignified, self-centered, egotistical, self-consumed, arrogant.
Reckless: Carelessness, negligent (neglecting). Opposite of careful.
Ruthless: Cruel, showing no mercy, merciless, showing no pity. Heartless, cold. 
Skeptical: Doubtful, unsure, not certain, mistrusting, unconvinced.
Submissive: Humble, obedient, giving in, passive, a follower. Antonyms: defiant, rebellious
Surly: RUDE, ill-tempered, menacing, unfriendly, irritable. Antonym: cordial
Unassuming: Modest, humble, easy going, calm, tolerant
Uncompromising: Someone who will not budge; someone who will not bargain or agree on something. They’re ideas are set in stone and will not change.
