Lab Write Up
Lab write-ups are due no later than one week after the lab is completed in class, unless otherwise stated.  After that time, they are considered late and will not be accepted for points.  Absence is not an excuse.  This includes field trips.  You may turn in the lab write up any time prior to the due date.  All labs should be completed in the following format.

This should be appropriate to the lab.  It does not need to be 
the same as the one found on your lab procedure sheet.

A concise statement of the purpose of the lab. Complete sentence

List things required to do the lab. Look at your lab sheet for supplies.
Procedure:

You will not need to write this out.  Simply write 

“Refer to (title of lab) lab sheet”.
Data Tables

Should be complete with data and labels.  All drawings and data tables.
And Drawings:
          All drawings should include a title and magnification.  “See   

                                   attached drawings” is acceptable. “See attached data tables” is acceptable.
Results and

Refer to each drawing or data table by title, number and tell what it 

Discussion:
          is that you drew or recorded in that table.   



Ex.  Drawing number 1 is an amoeba observed at 400x 
magnification. OR Data table # 1 has the temperature for each set up.
Questions:

Answer any questions listed in the lab that need to be 
answered in this part.  Write the question followed by the answer OR rephrase the question into your answer. Complete sentences are required.
Conclusion:

This is a brief paragraph listing any generalizations learned.  
Make sure you “learned” what you said you should learn in 
the purpose.  “What did I learn from this lab?” should be the 
question you ask yourself to complete this part.  List 5 facts learned in lab.  Do not be too vague.  Prove to me that you learned something.   Each statement is worth 1 point.
The 8 section labels should be present and all other text should be indented as above.  Lab reports need to be typed.  Drawings should be done in pencil and colored where applicable.  Each lab member will turn in their own report and they should not be identical to one another.  Only the drawings and questions answered should be the same.  You should write your own discussion section and conclusion.

Try to be present on lab day, as all labs must be made up.  Labs must be made up within 1 week as new labs will be set up.  If a lab is not made up before the next lab is set up, the student will NOT be able to make it up and will receive a zero.  All labs are due on the date stated or a zero will result.  Illegal absences will not be allowed to make up work.  Field trips do NOT excuse you from turning a lab in on time.
