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11-5 Circumference and Area of Circles

Circumference:  The circumference is the distance around the circle. (the perimeter)


(measured in normal length units)






Area:  The surface that the circle covers

(measured in units squared) 



Examples:

1.)  Find the circumference of a circle with radius 6.

2.)  Find the radius of a circle with circumference of 20.

3.)  Find the area of a circle with diameter of 14.

4.)  Find the diameter of a circle with area of 36.

5.)  Which would give you more pizza:  three 8 inch pizzas, or one 16 inch pizza of the same thickness. 
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
