4-3  Using congruent Triangles
A line and a plane are perpendicular – if they intersect, and the line is perpendicular to all lines in the plane
4-5  Other methods of Proving Triangles Congruent

AAS Theorem – If two angles and the non-included side of one triangle are congruent to the corresponding parts of another triangle, then the triangles are congruent.

HL Theorem – If the hypotenuse and a leg of one right triangle are congruent to the corresponding parts of another right triangle, then the triangles are congruent
